Holidaysêor not? 

Year 12 students should have a break over the holidays but not too much of one. I advise having the first 
week as down time as they need to rest and recoup from a busy term. However, in the second week they 
should start up again by completing:  

Any holiday homework set 
Any work they need to catch up on 
MOST IMPORTANTLY -  at least one practice question per subject, which they bring in for marking at 

the start of next term. This should be under timed conditions so they can practice their exam 
skills but can be open book.  

Itõs important they ôhit the ground runningõ in Term 2 as itõs probably the most vital term of all.  

Mid-Course Exams ð Thank you to Yr 12 for the way in which they conducted their examinations. When 
the receive feedback next term itõs important for them to consider the skills they need to work on and 
how they could improve their performance. Often it is just little things that can make all the difference. 
Please see below my mantra for how best to use feedback. Students are often their own best critic! 

Student Growth Coaching ð I will be meeting with Year 12 at the start of Term 2 to explain the Student 
Growth Coaching opportunities that exist. Coaching is not tutoring but an opportunity for students to 
seek assistance with achieving goals they have for this year.  

 

Year 11 

Year 11 will be sitting their mid -course exams in Week 6 which will come around very quickly. Itõs im-
portant that they develop a study schedule at least 4 weeks before the exams and stick to it. These 
should not be arduous or unrealistic but look at what commitments they have outside of school and 
work around it. 4 hours per night study in 1 hour subject chunks is efficient (this is in addition to home-
work) but most students should not be sitting up to all hours trying to remember their work.  

The best way to study is to practice the skills they will be examined on ð students should ask their teach-

ers for a past paper and work your way through it either by yourself or with a ôstudy buddyõ.  

Mr Hem and I are both available to help any student develop a schedule. 

 

Careers Market  

The Careers Market for Years 10-12 will be on May 1st. The is a great opportunity for all students to ex-
plore what their options may be. There will be changes to university entrance in 2018 ð more to come 
for Year 11. Year 10 should be considering their subject choices for Year 11.

Not all schools permit a draft of task to be marked so students should take every opportunity to submit 
drafts, read the feedback and use it to improve their work.
