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WHAT TYPES OF COURSES CAN I SELECT? 

 
There are different types of courses that you can select in Years 11 and 12.  

 

1 BOARD DEVELOPED COURSES: 
These courses are developed by the NSW Standards Education Authority (NESA).  

There is a syllabus for each course, which contains:  

ǒ The course objectives, structure, content and outcomes  

ǒ Specific course requirements  

ǒ Assessment requirements  

ǒ Sample examination papers and marking guidelines  

ǒ The performance scale (except for Vocational Education and Training Courses)  

 

All students entered for the HSC who are studying these courses follow these 

syllabuses.  These courses a re examined externally at the end of the HSC course and 

can count towards the calculation of the Australian Tertiary Admissions Rank (ATAR)  

 

2 BOARD ENDORSED COURSES: 
These courses are provided by the board ð CEC ð or Courses written by the School 

and appr oved by the Board. Catholic Studies, Photography, Sport Lifestyle and 

Recreation are Board Endorsed Courses.  They do not  count to the calculation of the 

ATAR. 

 

3 Category B Courses  
Category A or B Board Developed Courses are given a category for the purpo se of 

calculating the ATAR.  No more than two units of Category B Courses can be used in 

the calculation of the ATAR. Hospitality Kitchen Operations, Construction, Information 

Technology; and Metal and Engineering are Category B Courses.

Only ONE Category B course can count towards the ATAR, although TWO or more

4 Curriculum Framework Courses  
These courses are approved by the NSW Standards Education Authority and have 

accreditation from industry, ie. VETAB.  

 

The courses are offered on site at the school and involve a structured work 

placement program (70 Hours across two years) in industry in which students must 

demonstrate that they have mastered the specific competencies required by 

industry.  These courses will give students advanced standing at accredited TAFE 

colleges.  

 

Students who successfully complete these courses have them noted on their HSC 

and also receive a separate certificate.  Only one VET subject may be used to 

calculate an ATAR. Hospitality Operations, Information and Digital Technology, Metal 

and Engineering, Primary Industries - Horticulture and Construction are Curriculum 

Framework Courses.  

 

5 TAFE Courses 
A limited number of students may be offered a place in courses taught at the local 

TAFE College in 2018.  These courses provide opportunities for Years 11 and 12 
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students to meet HSC requirements but also to obtain advanced standing at TAFE 

Colleges.  Some of these courses fit into the Industry Curriculum Frameworks while 

others may not.  Some of these courses may contribute to the calculation of the ATAR 

and some will not. Priority will be given to students who are entering into 

Traineeships/Apprenticeships.  

 

6 School Based Traineeships/ Apprenticeships  

 
What is a School Based Traineeship ? 

School based traineeships provide students with the opportunity to attain a 

nationally recognised Vocational Education and Training (VET) qualification as well 

as their Higher School Certificate (HSC) and gain valuable work skills and 

experience through paid  employment.  

What are the main features of school -based traineeships?  

School based traineeships allow senior high school students to commence a 

traineeship while at school. While studying for their HSC, school -based trainees work 

part -time and undertak e their formal (off -the -job) traineeship training as part of their 

HSC. 

If a student is interested in a school based traineeship they are required to find an 

employer and then speak with the College to set up and incorporate the traineeship 

into their acad emic program of study.  

 

 

 

DISTANCE EDUCATION COURSES 
 

There are times when students have an interest in engaging in a program that is not 

offered at the College. Occasionally this program may be offered as a DISTANCE 

EDUCATION course where students would complete work externally using the internet 

and other communication devices. Students need to be highly organized and self -

motivated to engage in such a course. Students who are interested in a DISTANCE 

EDUCATION COURSE must contact Assistant Principal - Teaching and Learning 

Enrichment so an alternative program of study can be investigated.  There is a cost 

per year involved which must be paid prior to commencing the course.  

 

Life Skills Courses as part of a Special Program of Study.  
Stage 6 (Years 11 and  12) Life Skills courses will be available for students following a 

Special Program of Study for the Higher School Certificate.  

 

Students accessing a Special Program of Study in Stage 6 will, in general, need to 

have completed at least four Generic Life Sk ills courses within a Special Program of 

Study in Stage 5 (Years 9 & 10). Further, participation in a Special Program of Study 

will be based upon an individual transition -planning process, which will occur for both 

the Preliminary and HSC years.  Students wishing to access Life Skills Courses would 
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need to consult the College Learning Support Coordinator.  

 

Life Skills courses will have Board Developed status and can be used in place of other 

Board Developed Courses to meet requirements for the award of the Higher School 

Certificate.  Each Life Skills course comprises a 2 unit Preliminary course and a 2 unit 

HSC course.  

 

 

SUBJECT SELECTING ð ENGLISH AND MATHS COURSES 
 

Please note that students will only be able to select ôEnglishõ and ôMathsõ during the 

onlin e selection process. Students will be advised as to which level is most 

appropriate for them by the end of Term 3 or the start of Term 4..   

 

Students wishing to undertake a level of English and/or Maths not recommended 

may be required to attend an intervi ew with their parents before final placement is 

made.  

 

However the differences between the levels in English and Maths are included in 

this booklet for consideration and students should be seeking advice from their 

teachers and the relevant KLA Coordinator  as well as investigating post school 

option requirements.

Trade outcomes are predominantly achieved through an Australian 

Apprenticeship and this Certificate II allows for inclusion of skills suited for entry to off -site occupations, 

such as joinery and shop fitting as well as carpentry, brickl aying and other occupations in general 

construction.

ǒ read plans and specifications to determine the dimensions, materials required and installation 

processes to be followed  
ǒ install metal and timber  windows, sashes and doors  
ǒ construct and erect prefabricated units, such as cottages and houses  
ǒ cut materials with hand and power tools, and assemble, nail, cut or shape parts  
ǒ install door handles, locks, hardware, flooring underlay, insulating material an d other fixtures  
ǒ maintain and sharpen tools.  

 

This Certificate II is designed to introduce learners to the recognised trade callings in the construction 

industry and provide meaningful credit in a construction industry Australian Apprenticeship.  

 

The quali fication has core unit of competency requirements that are required in most Certificate III 

qualifications. The elective options are structured to allow choice from areas of trade skills as an 

introduction to a range of occupations.  

 

Completion of the gene ral induction training program specified by the National Code of Practice for 

Induction Training for Construction Work (ASCC 2007) is required before entering a construction work 

site.
